The market segment for the production of organic products in the modern world does
not exceed 2%, in spite of the fact that this market has recently expanded its
development, which is facilitated by the institutional and legislative framework of
developed countries. A significant difficulty in the formation and development of the
market for organic products is caused by the requirements of prohibitive nature. A bio-
product certification system is introduced. Certification, labeling and inspection
processes are carried out throughout the entire production chain of final products,
including packaging and delivery to the marketplace. However, the lack of a common
international standard of bio-product production in the world practice restrains the
development of this market at the level of interstate interaction. The expansion of the
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OP market led to a revival in investment activity, focused on the production of
technological lines for the production of these products, which contributes to an even
greater expansion of this market. A characteristic feature of the OP market in foreign
countries is existing (established) consumer groups for certain types of assortment
preferences. The price inaccessibility of OP for the majority of the Russian population
narrows the market for these products. A serious obstacle to market development is not
only their high price "limit", but also the lack of informational and motivational impact
on the population about the benefits of OP. Fulfillment of a number of conditions and
measures will make it possible for Russia to create a competitive OP market mainly from
its own organic raw materials and become a worthy participant in the global market for
these products.

METHODICAL APPROACHES TO ESTIMATION OF FINAN-
CIAL RISKS IN THE SYSTEM OF MANAGEMENT OF INTAN-
GIBLE ASSETS

In the risk management system, risk assessment is an important stage, since in order to
manage potential risks, it is necessary to conduct their qualitative analysis and
evaluation. To date, in the face of economic uncertainty, material resources are recycled
into second place, giving way to intangible assets, such as human resources, innovations,
intellectual capital, personnel reserve, information support, professional skills and
knowledge, etc., ie. those resources that form the assets that are the main sources of
support for the company's competitiveness in the market environment. The basis of the
process of risk assessment in the company's intangible assets management system is a
measure of their values that contributes to the effective allocation of resources, as well
as the adaptation of the development strategy of the company in the current conditions.
For any modern company, the value of risk assessment methodology and their
consequences in the system of management of non-material resources is increasingly
important, since intangible assets are based on greater risk, often even greater than the
risk associated with the core business of the enterprise. This means that he can not be
sure that he has no analogues in the world.
